Dolphins with a total length of 24 meters are rammed into the foundation of the harbour to fasten and guide ships. The SENNEBOGEN 660 with a 34.0 meter boom configuration is equipped with an MS 48 HFV vibrating drive hammer and a hammer guide for the dolphins. The 660 inserts the 22 t dolphins safely and precisely to a depth of 10.5 meters. This task requires lifting capacities of up to 32 t and is easily accomplished by this powerful and robust machine.
